USPS Issues Wild Orchid Stamps

The U.S. Postal Service has issued ten new wild orchid stamps in booklets of 20 and coils of 3,000 and 10,000. The
orchids that all grow in the U.S. are Cypripedium californicum, Hexalectris spicata, Cypripedium reginae, Spiranthes
odorata, Triphora trianthophoros, Platanthera grandiflora, Cyrtopodium polyphyllum, Calopogon tuberosus, and
Platanthera leucophaea. The names of the orchids do not appear on the stamps. Art director Ethel Kessler designed
the stamps with existing photographs taken by Jim Fowler.

Many of the orchids native to North America are endangered or threatened. Numerous organizations across the
country work to preserve these wildflowers and their habitats.

The Wild Orchid stamp is being issued as a “Forever” stamp. This Forever stamp will always be equal in value to the
current First Class Mail one-ounce price.
